Merril Morris Cooper, M.D., was born on August 28, 1926, 
in Roscoe, Texas, and died on August 29, 2007, in Abilene, 
Texas.

While he 
was practicing in Big Spring, the Saudi Arabian Ministry of 
Defense and Aviation offered him a contract to practice in 
that nation, which he accepted. Five years later, he was back 
in West Texas.
